Commissioner Gilmore’s Report - Commissioner Gilmore read the Police Department report for the month of July 2008 and highlighted the following: 37 adult arrests of for various crimes and 6 juvenile arrests. There were 59 warrants served with a total of 535 total calls for the month and 3523 year to date.  He gave kudos to the Police Chief for the National Night Out program last week that was well attended.  He thanked the Fire Department, Office of Emergency Management, Department of Public Works and MEPRI for their support and assistance that evening.

2. Commissioner Greenwald’s Report - Commissioner Greenwald reported that the Public Works department had collected more than 85,000 pounds of recycling in July as part of the single stream recycling program almost 13,000 pounds more than the prior month.  He also advised of the impact of heavy rains on June 27 and a lightning strike on the Harding Ave sewage pump station which lost power and couldn’t handle the extra flow.  An emergency generator for back-up power is needed.  He also proudly reported that the senior league baseball team won the district title for the second year in a row.  He noted that the 4th of July activities were terrific this year and gave a “well done” to the Police Department, Fire Department, Public Works Department and MEPRI.  He thanked the residents for their participation.
3. Engineers Report – Marty Sander of the Borough Engineer’s office reported that American Asphalt Company, who was contracted for Third Ave and Fifth Ave under the State Aid program, has applied through NJDOT for over $4000 extra for the unexpected increase in asphalt costs.  Both projects still have punch list items for the contractor to take care of.  The handicapped ramp project is fully completed with the maintenance bond received.  He noted that contractors have been notified to submit bids for speed humps for Fourth Ave.  He also reported that there were no grant funds available for phase II of the Streetscape project.  We are waiting for a response by November from the state on this fiscal year’s state road aid grant.
4. Mayor’s Report - Mayor Wolk read the Tax Collector’s Report for June 2008 showing receipts of $245,277.33 in various categories.  He also noted receipt of the Finance Officer’s reports for July of 2008 showing cash on hand of $377,747.61 at the end of the month.  He advised that the next general meeting will be September 4, after Labor Day.  The next Workshop meeting is August 26 at 3 pm.  He reminded everyone that Mt. Ephraim Day and Fall Festival is scheduled for September 20 from noon to 5 pm at the Little League Fields.
