REPORTS:

1. Commissioner Gilmore’s Report – Commissioner Gilmore read the Fire Department report for the month of May 2008, which included 1 alarm system call, 1building fire, 1 dwelling fire, 15 mutual aid assignments and a total of 35 incidents for the month. Year to date there were 315 fire calls.  

Commissioner Gilmore then read the Police Department report for the month of June 2008 and highlighted the following: 34 ambulance assists, 20 alarms, 8 Criminal mischief complaints, 9 domestic violence calls, 14 drug offenses, 15 motor vehicle accidents, 13 motor vehicle complaints, 5 DWI arrests, 10 “911” verifications, 11 Harassment complaints, 19 Information requests, 12 Juvenile complaints, 4 Liquor law violations, and 9 thefts.  There were 45 adult arrests and 4 juvenile arrests. There were a total of 532 total calls for the month and 2998 year to date.  
He then wished everyone a safe and happy 4th of July.
2. Commissioner Greenwald’s Report – Commissioner Greenwald gave a report of the Department of Public Works advising that 18 construction permits issued in June for a total of $4505 in fees.  He noted that the quantity of recycling picked up in June under the new program was 2000 pounds more than in May with 200 pounds of metal collected and sold while the trash quantity dropped by 56 tons compared to May.  He reported that PW personnel had boarded up the property on Valley Rd. that had a bad fire and had cleaned up from a serious accident on the Pike.  He noted that an extension had been requested for use of a State grant to expand the Library to meet handicap accessibility standards.  He also reported that the 5th Ave paving project was completed.  Further, a request had been sent to NJDOT to look at providing an advance left turn signal for the Black Horse Pike for traffic heading towards Market St.  He encouraged attendance at the 4th of July parades and at the fishing tournament for kids scheduled for July 12.
3. Engineers Report – The Borough Engineer, Joe Federici, reported that the work on 3rd Avenue is complete with just punch list items left. The 5th Avenue project is also complete except for striping and punch list items.  He reported that the Kings Highway Streetscape phase II proposal waiting for funding approvals by NJDOT.  With the State funding cut there is a question about the phase III plans.  Finally, he noted that the State Road aid application for fiscal year 2009 was submitted.  It included Delaware Ave., Lake St., and Hartka Ave.
4. Mayor’s Report – Mayor Wolk read the Tax Collector’s Report for May 2008 showing receipts of $1,516,465.22 in various categories.  He also noted receipt of the Finance Officer’s reports for May and June of 2008 showing cash on hand of $910,322.81 and $741,928.49 at the end of each respective month.  
He also wished everyone a happy 4th of July.  Finally, he expressed his thanks to Commissioner Gilmore and Sgt. Conte for their hard work to come up with a fair contract with the FOP for police personnel.
