
       
From the Commissioners… 

 
Well, what can we say about a winter like the one we have had so far!  I cannot say enough about how our 
Public Works employees worked around the clock to clear our streets and make what at times seemed 
impossible, possible.  They didn’t sleep or take lunch breaks but just continued to work and did what needed 
to be done.  We are very grateful and want to extend sincere thanks for a job well done!  We also want to 
extend our gratitude to all of our emergency personnel.  The Fire Company, all volunteers, spent all night at 
the firehouse so they could be prepared for any emergency that could possibly arise.  We want to say a big 
“Thank You” to them as well.  And also to our Police Department who spent their shifts out in the very 
difficult elements and provided invaluable assistance to Public Works by assisting with parked vehicles that 
hindered plowing efforts and made sure residents had their sidewalks cleared so our kids could walk to 
school safely following the storms.  Finally, to the Tax Office staff that trudged their way into work when 
many were warm and safe at home and to our residents for their cooperation during plowing and for working 
so hard and helping one another to get sidewalks cleared.  The whole town really came together during very 
difficult storms.  Let’s hope we don’t have another winter like this one anytime soon!  
 
This spring, some important projects will be starting in our Borough.  First, the Streetscape Improvements to 
Kings Highway, Phase II, will begin in early spring.  Phase II will include paver sidewalks, replacement of 
curbs, crosswalks and driveway aprons and landscape items and will be a continuation of Phase I which 
was completed previously.  Also, the resurfacing of Delaware Avenue from Fourth Avenue to Second 
Avenue will begin in the spring.  Construction for both of these projects is funded through grants received 
from the NJ Department of Transportation.  Lastly, we received word in December that we were awarded 
$755,000, also through the NJDOT, for the drainage improvements to Bell Road.  This project is currently in 
the design stage and is critical to construction of the new firehouse and we are very grateful to 
Congressman Andrews for helping us to secure the funding.   

 
The Borough is trying to establish a “Green Team”, a group of volunteer residents who would focus on 
environmental issues and green projects throughout the Borough.  If you would like to participate, please 
call Borough Hall at 931-1546.  Also, I want to remind all clubs and organizations to please be sure to utilize 
the “Messenger” to get information out to the community.  This is the vehicle through which you can 
communicate with the whole town.  Our editor, Colleen Cullen, does a great job with the “Messenger” and 
would love to have articles from all the town organizations.

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TAX INFORMATION 

 

The State of New Jersey has 
recently mailed out application forms for the 
Property Tax Reimbursement Program to 
eligible seniors and eligible disabled persons 
receiving Federal Social Security disability 
benefits.  The program is also known as the 
Freeze Program and reimburses eligible 
individuals for property tax increases. 

To be eligible, residents must be at 
least 65 in each of the two years preceding 
the year in which the applicant first applies.  
Applicants must also have been 
homeowners or renters in New Jersey for at 
least 10 continuous years and must have 
owned their current residence for at least the 
last 3 years.  The program also requires that 
the full amount of property taxes be paid for 
the base year, which is the first year in which 
application is made, up through the year 
being claimed for reimbursement.  Residents 
claiming a reimbursement for 2009 may not 
exceed an income level of $70,000 for 2008 
and $80,000 for 2009. 

New applicants can obtain a form 
from the State of New Jersey by calling       
1-800-323-4400 or can call 1-800-882-6597 
if there are additional questions. 

Residents are also reminded that 
2nd Quarter Property Taxes and the local 
Sewer bill will be due on May 1st.

Feral Cat Problem—Need for 

Community Volunteers 

 
We have been having a feral cat problem in 
the Borough.  Feral cats are those that live 
outdoors and are not socialized to humans 
thus making them un-adoptable.  
Representatives from the Gloucester City 
“Trap-Neuter-Release” program attended a 
commission meeting to talk about the 
success of their program.  This program 
traps feral cats, neuters and immunizes them 
and they are then released back into the 
community.  The program prevents the cats 
from reproducing and eventually the 
population diminishes.  In Gloucester City, 
they have seen a 40% reduction in the feral 
cat population since the program began.  
This is also a more humane way of handling 
the problem since just trapping the cats 
usually results in the cats being euthanized 
because the shelters cannot handle the 
volume.  The Borough is interested in 
exploring the possibility of a “trap-neuter-
release” program but we need your help.  In 
order for a program like this to be successful, 
we need a core of volunteers who are willing 
to run the program.  Volunteers would gather 
the traps and take the cats to be neutered 
and immunized and then would return the 
cats and release them.  If you would be 
interested in helping out with such a program, 
please call Borough Hall at 856-931-1546 
and leave your contact information.  
Representatives from the Gloucester City 
program have offered to help us get the 
program set-up so as soon as we have a list 
of volunteers compiled, we will schedule an 
information meeting.  Thank you in advance 
for your help.

Reminders from the 

Mount Ephraim 

Police Department 

 
Borough Curfew Hours:  
Sunday-Thursday 9:30PM  
Friday & Saturday 10:00PM 
 
DOGS:  All dogs within the Borough 
must be licensed and have their 
updated rabies vaccination.  Dog 
licenses must be renewed January of 
each year at the Borough Hall. There is 
also an ordinance prohibiting dogs from 
running at large so please keep your 
dog on a leash or properly secured on 
your property. 

 
Dumpsters:  Roll–off dumpsters are 
regulated by Borough Ordinance. These 
regulations prohibit any roll-off type 
dumpster on any roadway within the 
Borough without proper authorization. 
The dumpster should be placed on the 
property whenever possible. If this is 
not possible due to reasonable 
circumstances, authorization must be 
obtained from the Office of the Chief 
of Police, prior to the dumpster being 
placed on the roadway. This 
authorization may be granted provided 
the dumpster has proper reflective 
markings, dumpster size, the location, 
the duration and that no other road 
hazards exist. It is the sole 
responsibility of the dumpster company 
to obtain this authorization. However, 
cooperation and coordination from the 
contractor and the property owner will 
prevent any inconvenience and delay 
for you.  
 

Snow Emergency Parking: 
The Mount Ephraim Police department 
would like to thank all Borough 
residents for their cooperation in 
complying with the snow emergency 
Parking Regulations this winter.  Again 
to remind you of the regulations they 
are as follows.  During any snow storm 

where the accumulation has covered 
the roadways, Borough Ordinance No. 
94-15 requires that all vehicles within 
the Borough are to be parked on the 
side of the roadway on which the odd 
numbered addresses are located. Leave 
the side of the roadway, with the even 
numbered addresses, clear of all 
parked vehicles. Residents with 
driveways are asked to park their 
vehicles in their driveways. This will 
allow the Department of Public Works 
to plow and clear the roadway more 
effectively for all Emergency Vehicles 
and all other vehicles as well. These 
parking regulations shall remain in 
effect after the snow has ceased and 
until the roadways have been plowed 
sufficiently. Do not park your vehicle 
along the side of the roadway where 
snow has not been cleared up to the 
curb. This narrows the roadway 
passageway and causes traffic 
obstruction. Vehicles in violation will 
be ticketed and towed. 
 

 
 
Block Parties:  Block Parties are 
permissible within the Borough under 
strict guidelines including prior 
authorization from the Mayor, 
Commissioners and Chief of Police.  All 
requests for Block Parties shall be 
made by contacting the Office of the 
Chief of Police.

During 
that date from 6:00am till 4:00pm West 
Kings Hwy. from Black Horse Pike to 
Market Street will be closed to all 
traffic.
